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Last fall, Scotlandville Magnet High School (SMHS) in North Baton Rouge received an impressive
monetary award from the National Action Council for Minorities in Engineering (NACME). SMHS

hosts the Academy of Engineering (AOE), a program designed to enhance student learning experignces

in the fields of science, technology, engineering, and mathematics in order to prepare them for
entrance into STEM careers. The selective AOE considers only students able to maintain a 3.0 grage
point average through their involvement with the four year program. Through the AOE, students at
the primarily minority SMHS are able to earn up to thirty college credit hours before graduation. Thg
NACME grant will provide $7,000 through generous support of AT&T. These funds will help purchase
equipment and materials for the AOE classrooms.

LaSpace and the AOE work together to achieve a high level of success for these high school students
through teacher training programs and service on the AOE advisory council.
